Absences can be grounds for dismissal or for an extension in the
time to complete the program. More than two unexcused absences in a month period will generally mean
unsuccessful discharge from the program. If people continue in the program, absences will have to be made up.
PUNCTUALITY is mandatory. When clients arrive more than fifteen minutes late, it will be considered an
unexcused absence. Excessive tardiness can be also grounds for dismissal. There will be additional fees for the
exit evaluation interview and any other sessions which are deemed necessary for continuation or successful
completion of this program.
